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                                                                      The Martyr Memorial 

The Martyr Memorial (Maqam Echahid) is the most popular landmark in Algeria. It is located in El 

Madania on the tops of Algiers. It was inaugurated in 1982 on the 20th anniversary of Algeria’s independence 

to celebrate the sacrifice of million martyrs who fell for the freedom of our beloved country.  

This monument is formed in the frame of three standing palm leaves which reach a height of 92 m. It 

has a triangular shape base covering a surface of 250 m² and weighs 1100 tons. The three stylized fins meet 

together mid-height (at 47m) and cover the ‘Eternal Flame.’  At the edge of each palm leaf stands a large 

bronze statue of a soldier which represents a stage of Algeria's struggle: the first symbolizing popular 

resistance, the second of the National Liberation Army, and the third symbolizing the Algerian National 

People's Army. 

The Monument which was constructed by the Canadian Company  Lavalin,  based on  a design  made  

by  Bachir Yelles  and  the  Fine  Art  Institute  of   Algiers,   locates  on  an esplanade and  includes many 

facilities such as: an amphitheater, a crypt, and an underground Museum "The National Museum of El 

Mujahid". 

The Martyr Memorial is a symbol of sacrifice of a nation for its dignity and liberty.
