Countable & Uncountable Nouns
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m Countable Nouns: are things that be
counted as one, two, three, and so on.
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m Uncountable Nouns: cannot be counted.
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Countable Nouns
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m These nouns have singular and plural forms.
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m Before singular countable nouns you can use :
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= You cannot use singular countable nouns alone
without words such as:

a, an, one, my, your, his, etc.
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
