Must (Strong 
obligation and 

prohibition)

Affirmative (strong 

obligation) : 
"Subject + MUST + 

v.stem"

Negative 

(prohibition): 
"Subject + MUSTN'T

+ v.stem"

Question (Strong 

obligation) : 
"MUST + subject 

+ v.stem + ?"

Imperative (advice)

Affirmative: 

"V.STEM + ......"

Negative: 
"Don't +

• We use "AS" and "BECAUSE" to express 
cause and reason, exp : 

"As he was ill, he didn't go outside."

"He didn't play with his friends 

because he was ill."

Cause :  
reason 
السبب

• We use "SO" and "THEREFORE" to 
express result and consequence, exp:

"He was ill. So, he didn't go outside."

"He was ill. Therefore, he didn't play 

with his friends." 

Effect : 
result

Comparative of 
Superiority 

Short adjectives 
(1 or 2 syllables)

Rule : (Adjective + "er" ) + than 

Exp : Small => Smaller

:حالة خاصة 
- Adjectives ending in silent "e" + "R" exp : nicer

- Adjectives ending in "Y" replace it with "ier" exp : 

happier

- Double the final consonant (1 syllable only) exp: bigger

Long Adjectives 
(3 or more 
syllables) 

Rule : (More + adjective) + than

exp :  more dangerous

IRREGULAR ADJECTIVES: 

Some short comparative adjectives have irregular forms:  

Good => better                  Bad = worse                    Far => farther / further 

Many / much => more                   little = less
