Although they carry weapons they are only allowed to 

fight back when attacked. Normally peacekeepers are sent to conflict areas to observe a ceasefire 

and keep enemies apart. In the meantime diplomats can try to find a political solution in a conflict. 

 

       The first United Nations peacekeeping operation started in 1948, only three years after the UN 

had been founded . UN soldiers were sent to the Middle East to supervise the conflict between 

had just become an independent country, and the Arab states.In 1953 UN forces  which Israel,

lined up on the border between North and South Korea after the Korean War where they stayed 

until American soldiers took over in 1967.  

 

       Not all peacekeeping is controlled by the United Nations. Mostly American soldiers have been 

on duty on the Sinai Peninsula since Egypt made peace with Israel in the 1970s. In the 1990s NATO 

sent troops to Bosnia and Kosovo with permission by the UN.
