For example, in Yemen, UNICEF mobilized thousands of health workers in September 2016 in a
nationwide campaign. Traveling in cars, on motorcycles, by donkey or on foot, mobile teams helped more
than 600,000 children under 5 and 180,000 pregnant women in remote areas.

In Haiti, where more than 175,000 people were displaced by Hurricane Matthew, UNICEF responded
with life-saving assistance by providing safe water and sanitation and restoring health services — and reached
communities at risk with cholera vaccinations. As of late November 2016, UNICEF had reached more than
807,000 people with cholera vaccination, including 309,000 children aged 1 to 14 years old.
