It is easy to think of the world’s oceans as indestructible bodies because they are so deep and wide
that they can absorb anything. And how enormous they are -300 million cubic miles of water spread over 70
percent of the earth’s surface. The only trouble is that we have managed to clog all the seas of the world
with something like 20 billion tons of rubbish, including everything from soda cans to radioactive wastes
and toxic chemicals to heavy metals. And now, perhaps the oceans are finally telling us that enough is
enough, and that those waters have suffered the worst effects of pollution.

At the bottom, the problem is due to overpopulation in coastal areas and inadequate waste
management. In the world-wide of pollution, almost no one is blameless. The irony is that the technology
and expertise already exist to alleviate some of the worst effects. For instance, there are treatment plants
that take the heavily contaminated water and make_it drinkable. Such facilities are terribly expensive, but it
may eventually become so clear that the costs of not investing in them are even higher.
